REDEMPTION THROUGH THE WILDERNESS
Deliverance Through Suffering
Exodus 5-6
Overview
Suffering is a part of life for everyone. Suffering also has a tendency to expose our hearts. It can feel like God is not truly in control when things go sideways. When that happens to the Israelites, Yahweh reaffirms His name as a reflection of His character as the faithful covenant-keeping God.

Notes
1. God hears us in our suffering / anger / frustration. Therefore, call out to Him (5:22-23).
2. God remains faithful. Therefore, fix your eyes on Him (6:2-8).
3. God doesn’t waste our suffering. Therefore, continue in obedience (6:1, 10-13).
 

Sometimes, we see God through the lens of our suffering. He wants us to see our suffering in light of who He is.







 	

Reflection Questions
1. Have you ever struggled with unbelief in the midst of suffering, trials, or tragedies? Why is it so easy and tempting to measure God’s faithfulness by our outward circumstances? What resources and Scriptural truths did you turn to in order to fight unbelief?
2. Read Exodus 34:5-7. How do we see that in Exodus 6:1-13?
3. What do we learn about God’s character in the passage? What hope does this give in dark times?
4. How does God reassure Moses that he will keep his promises in this passage? How does he do the same for us today?
5. What of the name “I AM” gives you hope/peace/comfort?
